Abstract

The present study will explore the influence of sense of community and group
participation as predictors of the general well being of the Mizo. Farticipants
included randomly selected 300 Mizo adults with equal proportion of gender
(150 each) and further classification of active (75) and non-active members
(75) within the age range of 18 to 40 years from members of Young Mizo
Association and Church Youth Fellowships from different denominations. A
positive association was found between sense of community, group
participation and well being. Results also indicated a gender effect on well
being especially on the subscale of social well being. A significant group
effect was observed in all the variables. Interaction effect of gender and
group was found on the shared emotional connection subscale. The most
notable finding was the predictability of well being by a strong sense of
community.
